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 We gather today to worship Almighty God, Father, + Son and Holy Spirit, who now 

welcomes + Harry + into his resurrection life. 

 The congregation is encouraged to participate in this service of worship by speaking the 

responses and prayers, and by singing the hymns. Please use this worship folder to follow the 

service. 

 The pall which is placed over the urn is a reminder of the white garment + Harry + put on 

at his baptism, a sign that in baptism we are clothed with the righteousness of Christ, our hope in 

life and in death. The Paschal candle is a symbol of Christ’s presence, granted through his saving 

death and resurrection, for Jesus’ resurrection has now become + Harry’s + new and eternal life.
